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3793.09 Council on Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services
 (A) There is hereby created the council on alcohol and drug addiction services which shall consist of the public officials specified in division (B) of this section, or their designees, and thirteen members appointed by the governor with the advice and consent of the senate. The members appointed by the governor shall be representatives of the following: boards of alcohol, drug addiction, and mental health services; the criminal and juvenile justice systems; and alcohol and drug addiction programs. At least four of the appointed members shall be persons who have received or are receiving alcohol or drug addiction services or are parents or other relatives of such persons; of these at least two shall be women and at least one shall be a member of a minority group.
The governor shall make initial appointments to the council not later than thirty days after October 10, 1989. Of the initial appointments, six shall be for terms ending July 31, 1991, and seven shall be for terms ending July 31, 1992. Thereafter, terms of office shall be two years, with each term ending on the same day of the same month as the term it succeeds. Each member shall hold office from the date of the member’s appointment until the end of the term for which the member was appointed. Members may be reappointed. Vacancies shall be filled in the same manner as original appointments. Any member appointed to fill a vacancy occurring prior to the expiration of the term for which the member’s predecessor was appointed shall hold office as a member for the remainder of the term. A member shall continue in office subsequent to the expiration of the member’s term until the member’s successor takes office or until a period of sixty days has elapsed, whichever occurs first.
(B) The directors of health, public safety, mental health, rehabilitation and correction, and youth services; the superintendents of public instruction and liquor control; the attorney general; the adjutant general; and the executive director of the division of criminal justice services in the department of public safety shall be voting members of the council, except that any of these officials may designate an individual to serve in the official’s place as a voting member of the council. The director of alcohol and drug addiction services shall serve as a nonvoting member of the council.
(C) The governor shall annually appoint a chairperson from among the members of the council. The council shall meet quarterly and at other times the chairperson considers necessary. In addition to other duties specified in this chapter, the council shall review the development of the comprehensive statewide plan for alcohol and drug addiction services, revisions of the plan, and other actions taken to implement the purposes of this chapter by the department of alcohol and drug addiction services and shall act as an advisory council to the director of alcohol and drug addiction services.
(D) Members of the council shall serve without compensation, but shall be paid actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their duties.

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3793.09 Council on Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services

I. Members

Appointed:

· Thirteen (13) members appointed by the Governor – terms of two (2) years.
· Shall be representatives of the following: Boards of Alcohol, Drug Addiction, and Mental Health Services; the criminal and juvenile justice systems; and alcohol and drug addiction programs.
· At least four (4) of the appointed members shall be persons who have received or are receiving alcohol or drug addiction services or are parents or other relatives of such persons.
· At least two (2) shall be women.
· At least one (1) shall be a member of a minority group.

Public officials or designees:

· Directors of Health, Public Safety, Mental Health, Rehabilitation and Correction, and Youth Services.
· Superintendents of public instruction and liquor control.
· Attorney General.
· Adjutant General.
· Executive Director of the Division of Criminal Justice Services in the Department of Public Safety.
· Director of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services shall serve as a nonvoting member of the Council.

II. Chairperson

The Governor shall annually appoint a Chairperson from the members of the Council. The Council shall meet quarterly and at other times the Chairperson considers necessary.

III. Duties

· The Council shall review the development of the comprehensive statewide plan for alcohol and drug addiction services, as well as revisions of the plan.
· The Council shall review other actions taken to implement the purposes of this chapter by the Department of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services.
· The Council shall act as advisors to the Director of the Department of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services.
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Council Roles and Responsibilities

Advisory Council Member:

· Attend and actively participate in all regularly scheduled Council meetings. Give notice to the meeting’s organizer if unable to attend multiple consecutive meetings.
· Provide input and make decisions on behalf of the organization the member represents.
· Submit ideas for agenda topics prior to the next meeting.
· Work with ODADAS staff to identify topics and individuals for constituent-driven discussion.
· Avoid conflicts of interest, including direct and indirect gains which could accrue to the member as a result of actions or decisions made in the capacity of Council authority. (Members of the Council are encouraged to participate in state and/or local training regarding conflict of interest. The Department will notify Council members of the availability of state-sponsored training in this matter.)

Conflict of interest: O.R.C. 102.03 Representation by present or former public official or employee prohibited.

(D) No public official or employee shall use or authorize the use of the authority or influence of office or employment to secure anything of value or the promise or offer of anything of value that is of such a character as to manifest a substantial and improper influence upon the public official or employee with respect to that person’s duties.
(E) No public official or employee shall solicit or accept anything of value that is of such a character as to manifest a substantial and improper influence upon the public official or employee with respect to that person’s duties.
(F) No person shall promise or give to a public official or employee anything of value that is of such a character as to manifest a substantial and improper influence upon the public official or employee with respect to that person’s duties.

Advisory Council Chairperson:

· Maintain a focus on the Department’s mission, strategic plan, and priorities.
· Keep the Council motivated to achieve its goals.
· Preside at Council meetings.
· Review agenda with the Department prior to Council meetings.
· Assure balanced discussion and input from members.
· Work with an Executive Committee (to be chosen by ODADAS and the Council) to identify policy issues, advise on the creation of the new agency, and other discussion topics. The Executive Committee will propose recommendations about the Council’s scope of authority and design a more formal decision making process. 
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Nomination/Appointment Process
· Council members are appointed by the Governor. The Council consists of the Directors (or their designees) of health, public safety, mental health, rehabilitation and correction, and youth services; the superintendents of public instruction and liquor control; the attorney general; the adjutant general; and the executive director of the division of criminal justice services in the Department of Public Safety. The Director of ODADAS serves as a nonvoting member of the Council.

· In addition, thirteen (13) members are appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate. The members appointed by the Governor shall be representatives of the following: Boards of Alcohol, Drug Addiction, and Mental Health services; the criminal and juvenile justice systems; and alcohol and drug addiction programs. At least four (4) of the appointed members shall be persons who have received or are receiving alcohol or drug addiction services or are parents or other relatives of such persons; at least two (2) shall be women and at least one (1) shall be a member of another minority group.

· The term of office is two (2) years, with each term ending on the same day of the same month as the term it succeeds. Each member holds office from the date of the member’s appointment until the end of the term for which the member was appointed. Members may be reappointed. Vacancies are filled in the same manner as original appointments. Any member appointed to fill a vacancy occurring prior to the expiration of the term for which the member’s predecessor was appointed will hold office as a member for the remainder of the term. A member continues in office subsequent to the expiration of the member’s term until the member’s successor takes office or until a period of sixty (60) days has elapsed, whichever occurs first.

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Reimbursement for Expenses
Members of the Council serve without compensation. However, members are entitled to reimbursement for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their duties (travel and parking) in accordance with the State of Ohio travel policy.
Prior to reimbursement, a signed Personal Services Contract and a completed IRS form W-9 must be submitted to the Department. Council members may submit a reimbursement request form, along with appropriate documentation to the Department after each meeting.

· Committee Chairperson: Ensure that the activities of the committee are aligned with the Department’s strategic plan and are within the scope of the committee. Keep the Committee motivated to achieve its goals. Preside over Committee meetings. Assure balanced discussion and input from members.

Nomination/Appointment Process:

· Council Committee members are appointed by the ODADAS Director. Committees may include up to two (2) representatives from each of the constituent groups in the Leadership Roundtable, and will include at least one (1) ODADAS staff member. The Committee Chairperson, who must be a member of the Council, is selected by those Council members serving on the Committee.
