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Considerations for Guiding Principles for Evaluation Workgroup
1. Ohio prioritizes a person-centered approach that promotes the ability of professionals to meet the behavioral health needs of individuals presenting for services.

2. Ohio values an investment in needs assessment and evaluation.  We recognize that data drives policy, policy drives resources, resources drive practice, and practice drives data.
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3. Evaluation should inform considerations around the intersection of behavioral health issues and their impact on public costs:   money spent, money saved, and policy changes that can promote quality outcomes and wise and responsible use of public funds.  

4. Our goal is to collect data that can be used to secure resources for a full continuum of care that is responsive to a broad continuum of needs, including prevention, early intervention, and treatment of substance use and mental health disorders that range in severity.

5. Ohio values a collection and management of a minimum dataset that minimizes public and private expense, is useful for quality improvement, and is easily understandable outside of the behavioral health industry.
