	Ohio Substance Abuse Monitoring Network
(OSAM)
	The primary mission of OSAM is to provide a dynamic picture of substance abuse trends and newly emerging problems within Ohio’s communities every six months. The OSAM Network has the capacity to respond rapidly to investigate new drugs being used on the streets as well as monitoring drug and alcohol abuse and changes in drug abuse or drug-using populations. OSAM provides substance abuse professionals and policy makers with the information necessary to plan for alcohol and drug addiction prevention, treatment and recovery services, and to respond to previously unrecognized drug and alcohol problems among underserved populations. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The OSAM Network disseminates its findings through a variety of publications. Drug trend reports are comprehensive reports that provide general epidemiological descriptions of substance abuse trends across the state, focusing on drug availability, prices, quality, and abuse patterns. Reports are published on a biannual basis shortly after OSAM researchers meet as a group in January and June of each year. Critical findings are also disseminated through “OSAM-O-GRAMS,” one-page summary reports that briefly and graphically represent significant substance abuse trends. Targeted Response Initiatives (TRI’s)* represent another publication that typically focus on specific substance abuse-related issues that ODADAS has determined need further investigation. This targeted response capability provides ODADAS with a necessary tool to collect information in order to respond to substance abuse issues in a timely and effective manner. 

Beginning July 2011, regional epidemiologists were provided with an expanded protocol that includes collect ion of gambling behavior trend information in addition to drug trend information.

	State Epidemiological Outcomes Workgroup (SEOW)

	The SEOW provides indicator data on consequences and consumption of use.  Data is housed on the ODADAS website. Graphs and data are presented at national, state, sub-state and county levels.  The SEOW is a component of SAMHSA’s SPF-SIG grant.  Data is updated as it becomes available.  SEOW is beginning to include indicators related to problem gambling and will also begin to post mental health-related data.

	Gambling Prevalence Survey
	Utilizing a modified (Ohioized) version of the Canadian Gambling Problem Index and items from the of the Minnesota Institute of Public Health’s Community Readiness Survey, ODADAS has undertaken a statewide prevalence survey of problem gambling.  Kent State University was contracted to provide data collection.  The survey sample of 3600 includes 1200 respondents randomly selected statewide and an oversampling of 600 in each of the four areas in which a casino is opening (Cuyahoga, Lucas, Franklin and Hamilton).  The survey instrument provides information including demographics, type and frequency of gambling, co-occurring problems and family history of mental illness and/or substance abuse, as well as estimates of low risk, moderate risk and problem gambling classifications.  Data collection is completed and analysis by POR is currently underway.  Initial report anticipated in September 2012.

	A survey is planned to determine the state’s readiness to address service provision for problem gambling.  Individual practitioners in the public and private sector as well as ODADAS/ODMH certified treatment programs will be surveyed to determine the extent of current service provision, planned service provision, training needs, other resource needs.
