Identified a need for common definition(s) and common language on what it is the consolidated agency will ‘do’ (i.e license, certify, provider status such as probation, interim, conditional, etc., define ‘for cause’ survey, agency vs. provider, Board contract agency vs any provider) (ORC 5119 and ORC 3793.06)

Coding Alignment/fiscal requirements; crosses to other consolidation committees such as Treatment and community supports and Fiscal.  This group will inform the existing work.
	
There is a high regard for maintaining the national accreditation and deeming requirement to decrease regulatory oversight. (ORC 5119.612 and ORC 3793.061)

Identified a need to develop a process to inform regulatory requirements and oversight for non-accredited providers, and to incentivize this group to move towards national accreditation as a health care standard.
	
Identified a need to support capacity and access building opportunities to meet the needs of Ohio’s specialty populations.

Recommendations for (Hospital) inpatient service providers and regulatory oversight of acute hospital care and detox services. (ORC 5119.20, 21)
