Review of ORC Rules – ODMH vs. ODADAS (Denise Cole, Marc Baumgarten, Jim Lapczynski)
· Do we want a clean slate or build upon existing structure?
· Services vs. programs, common definitions of ‘what we do’
· “Agency” – should term be updated/changed to be more representative of new mental health culture, i.e ‘provider’

· A source of confusion? (“there is a distinction with no difference”)  
· Update, unify and align language
· Standards would be attached to the terminology
Two questions that need answered as we decide what terminology to use: 1) what do our regulations say; 2) what do we choose to name the term.
Is it double work to have an agency nationally accredited, yet still have to submit onerous documentation to the Dept.?
Is the 2-tier system going to continue to be necessary, i.e., those that are accredited versus those that are not.
ODADAS does not require national accreditation.  Should national accreditation continue to be mandatory on ODMH side?   How do we rectify the difference? Is there room for both?    How do we incentivize agencies to move toward accreditation?  Connections supports non-accredited AoD agencies in their work towards accreditation..is there a role for this type of support?
Should the dept. advocate with the national accreditation entities to revamp their rules to incorporate agencies that are servicing both addition and mental illness.
Concerns regarding how national accreditation for clinical services will reduce regulatory oversight.
