	· Need for a common vocabulary/language identified: Clarification on Licensing vs. certification, as well as certification or licensure of sites/services/programs
· Review of ‘why’ we regulate:  Identified: Health and safety and client protection, federal mandates, accountability, authorize funding, as a way to address or review/prevent sentinel events or ‘fails’ in treatment care settings. 
· ODADAS licenses Methadone and certify all other programs; certification is site specific. Prevention certification is Agency specific not site. ODMH certifies services, and licenses residential and hospital units. Services may be provides at residential sites, and all services may be provided at all sites identified by the provider. How does this current process impact the business requirements of providers? What is the ideal state?
· What do we regulate:
1. Service
2. Person
3. Location
4. Program
5. Functions of agency
· Regulating or not regulating ‘quality’ and ‘outcomes’, since providers already have overarching requirements from funding and other sources.  Quality (Outcomes) often gets mired in detail and should be up to providers to determine how to measure quality/outcomes.
· Regulation to support a business environment: What makes sense in current economy
· What are the requirements of ‘prevention’ service in regulation and continuity of care continuum?  Will this be a separate ‘concept’ development point? How do we support wellness and prevention vs. a model focused on ‘high end user(s)’ of services.
· If we have the rules, what do we need them for; what is required, at a minimum.
· Group discussion on total ‘transformation or clean slate approach vs. a review/summary of current ORC as a starting point.  (rewrite, review, or recreate,)
(Note: Consensus: review current state-ORC-as a foundation/to develop ‘categories’)


· Requirements to go in to business: can this set the stage for:
1. Eliminate dual licensure exception
2. Inform funding regulation


Discussion: What is the ‘least common denominator(s) for regulation that still protects individuals needing services:

· Already CARF certified, Health Home etc – make it as simple as possible
· Avoid being too prescriptive when other practices are in place. Eliminate redundancy
· Accountability should be in place
· Simplify the language: Elimination of dual licensure exceptions
· Reference in our rules to Federal, State, County, and Local rules already in place and required? (county health departments, practice boards, i.e. nursing, SW, etc., --The individuals license should be the driving force versus regulation)
· What is already required by payer sources that could be eliminated by state
· What is the ideal state of cross certification/licensing to reduce redundancy of federal mandates: i.e. “4E” Regulation must also be considered/addressed within this process.
· State regulation should still be required to prevent “fails” and meet minimal standards
· Accreditation: accreditation body requirements vary – Would we require accreditation or optional?  
· How do we address integration of all licensing entities (DD, ODH, JFS)
· How do we address incorporate, integrate primary care with other standards, i.e. the Health Home model.
· Regulation should be a target to specific goals or link to the underlying purposes that support the quality and growth of providers


· Need a uniform OAC once ORC is developed
· This work group or members should be maintained for further rule development committees.
· Aligning Medicaid OAC with dual agencies (ODADAS/ODMH)
· Integration vs. health promotion: How do we focus on the needs of all, not just “Deep End” Users
· Scope of practice accountability
